Discussing the problems with other students is encouraged, but each student must write solutions on his/her own. Please acknowledge who you collaborated with by
writing their names on the top of your homework before turning it in. Copying solutions, either from other students or from solutions obtained from the internet or any
other source, will be considered cheating. A good general guideline is that talking about the problem or explaining the ideas is acceptable, but reading another student's
solution (or having it read to you) is not.

It is expected that what you turn in for your homework is a final draft . That means it should be written neatly or typed, with complete sentences, and problems should be
in the order that they were assigned. It is your responsibility to make it as easy as possible for the grader to understand you. If the grader cannot immediately find a
problem to be graded because it is not logically arranged, then you will receive a 0 on that problem.

Exams

There will be two midterm exams on Monday, September 21 and Friday, October 30. Both will be in class. The final exam is Thursday, December 17 at 7-10pm.
